January 6th 2012

After enjoying a soup supper, Presley called the meeting to order.  

 

Minutes for September meeting was read by Kattie Hocutt.  There was a correction on Walk of 

Fame item.  Should read:  Cost of brick is $20.00 and profit $ 55.00.  

 

Finance report was given by Faye Allen and accepted by unanimous vote. 

Bank balance as of 12/31/11,   $ 4,547.18 (copy of finance report attached). 

 

Members were given a packet with information on Facts for the Year 2011, Entertainment for 2012, 

Walk of Fame cards and agenda for meeting.   

 

Grants:  We applied 2 times for Kaul grant for a total of $113,000.00.  Notice from grant was we 

ñhad not been in business long enoughò to qualify for this amount.  We received $25,000.00 to be 

used for heating and air in gym.   Discussion was to keep money or return it.   It was suggested that 

we keep the money and purchase 4 Twenty ton units that will be put in the gym as wall units.    

Bobby will have Rudy Ingram, Melvin will try to contact Cecil Bailey to check power supply before 

decision is made.  There was NO VOTE.  This will be considered at a later date. 

 We have not heard from Alabama Power for $25,000 grant. 

Preservation Foundation refused grant since so many schools are being preserved at this time. 

 

Future grants:      Jackie Carter report she was working on any available grants.

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Future Cookbooks:     Linda Alexander was not there to report.  Faye Allen gave report on balance 

of Cookbooks is $1902.00.   

Presley advised anyone working on a project should keep adequate records for reimbursement of 

money spent.  Faye MUST have receipts to make reimbursement.  If you prefer to give this as 

DONATION, Faye will give receipt for tax purposes. 

 

Merchandise:  Margaret gave report on clearing the t-shirts that we have and getting new designs. 

T-shirts will be on marked down at show Saturday night.   She is checking with a new supplier 

since the prices have increased with the present supplier.   

 

Food preparation for shows:   There was a discussion on buying ñDEEP FRYERò.  River Road 

Baptist Church gave us a fryer; however, the jets need to be changed from natural to butane gas.  

Gas Company is trying to find correct jets for the cooker.  Bobby will check with them and see if 

they can find the jets or used fryers.  We need 2 cookers (12 gallons).  New cookers will cost 

approximately $1200.00 for 2.  Several fryers were discussed.  Bobby will buy fryers (used or new) 

as he deems best buy.    This Passed with unanimous vote.   

 

It was suggested that we serve cat fish every show.   Melvin advised that we can buy catfish and 

chicken fingers from Kenny Boggan at his cost.  He will check prices from other suppliers for all 

foods needed.  Bobby advised that he would need help with cooking these meals.  Bobby, Melvin 

and Presley will recruit helpers.   Food will have to be prepared and cooked.  

 

Mule club:   Billy Mann was not present to give report.  Presley advised there were 48 members at 

this time.  There will be club meeting at February 3 with steak supper.  The Cost of the supper will 

be $15.00 per person.     

Mule Day will be April 21, 2012. 

 

Advance ticket sales:  Lola suggested that we keep all locations that presently sell tickets for us and 

add any new that will agree to sell.  Several locations were mentioned and members will ask 

merchants in their locations.  Melvin added Coosa Valley Respiratory.  

 

Gospel Shows:  Don Riggins reported on show for March 3, 2012.  Palmetto State, Diplomats and 

Dixie Echoes will be quartets.  He will help get sponsors to help with expense.  Faye Allen will go by 

and talk with Mr. Pursell about sponsoring the gospel shows.   

 

Don also suggested other ways that we might make money for project at Center.   

1.  Bluegrass Contest with entrance fee and pay money back to winners.  We would need a 

judge with great knowledge of bluegrass music. 

2. Ricky Staggs.  Don has talked with manager and will talk again next week. 

3. Other ñcrowd drawingò acts.   

He suggested that we get email addresses of people attending all shows so we can send notice to 

them about shows.    We were advised that we had lost money on last 2 gospel shows.  The Center 

needs to raise $2,200.00 to pay one group for 3/3/12 show.  

Presley called to our attention again about church groups selling advance tickets.  They will keep 

$4.00 per ticket.  We will check with some churches to see if they are interested.   Linda Palmer will 

get Wayne Henderson to put in Coosa Associations newsletter.     

 

Board of Directors Election:  March 2, 2012 will be election for Board of Dir ectors. 

 

Leasing of facilities:   No Report 
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Promotion Booth:    Faye Allen has attended 5 events to promote Center.   

Presley talked about the money spent on promotion of the Center. 

 

Walk of Fame bricks:    Each member was given 5 cards to sell bricks.  Margaret suggested that 

these be mailing to classmates.    Presley went over ñfact for 2011ò.  Melvin asked about the 

designated funds for the Walk of Fame.  This is included in genera l fund, however, in coding 

accounts this money is kept separately.  It was suggested that we need to set aside certain amount 

for emergencies.    

Presley explained how the bricks would be laid.  Need to sell 100 before starting walk. 

 

Open Discussion:      Melvin advised Jackie that we need a letter to the Stewartôs about giving this 

property to the Corporation without recourse.  They will sign the property over when letter is 

written.  Jackie will take care of this.

The Palmetto State Quartet 

Coming to Weogufka Center Saturday March 3
rd

 2012 

PSQ has been a mainstay in Southern Gospel Music since the 1940's. With nearly 70 

years of history behind them, PSQ is regarded as one of the premier Christian recording 

artist in the industry. Over the years, many wonderfully talented men have represented 

PSQ, always delivering the only finest vocal harmony, and superb stage presence. That 

tradition continues today.  

In September of 2009, upon the retirement of the group's senior member Kerry Beatty, 

PSQ bass singer, Larry Strickland, purchased the group. Larry, is a former member of 

the renowned Stamps Quartet and is married to superstar Naomi Judd. After years of 

managing Naomi's career, in 2008 Larry decided to return to Gospel Music as the Bass 

singer for PSQ.  

Larry Strickland (Bass Vocals, Owner) Larry Stric kland's legendary bass vocal 

provides a robust bottom end to the PSQ vocal sound. He has been singing bass 

professionally since the 1970's when he became a member of the renowned J.D. Sumner 

and The Stamps Quartet. As a member of the Stamps, Larry performed as a 

background vocalist with Elvis Presley until Presley's death in 1977. For a number of 

years Larry set his musical interests aside in order to manage the career of his wife, 

superstar Naomi Judd. However, in 2008 Larry returned to Gospel music when he 

accepted the position as Bass Singer with the Palmetto State Quartet. Larry is originally 

from Raleigh, NC but has made his home in Nashville, TN since 1974.  

Paul Lancaster (Lead Vocals) Paul's velvety smooth voice and vocal range ensures that 

the PSQ legendary vocal standard is upheld to the utmost. Paul is truly gifted with the 

ability to paint a picture with song and draw the listener into the story in order to 

project the message. Paul has been associated with the Gospel music industry for many 

years and is considered one of the premier vocalists in the industry. He has previously 

been a member of various popular Christian groups such as The Martins, The Mullins 

Family, The Greens and others. Paul continues to be heard today along side others 

artists as he often lends his voice as a background singer on recordings by some of the 

most recognized Christian recording artists of our time. Paul Is originally from 

Gadsden, AL and now resides in Blanchester, OH. 

Wesly Smith(Tenor Vocals) Wesley is a powerhouse tenor with a vocal ability that is 

often compared with some of the all time Southern Gospel greats. With his exceptional 

range Wesley thrills listeners on recordings as well as in live performances by singing 

the roof off. His is a lifelong student of music and has perfected his craft to the highest 

level. Welsey is no strainger to gospel music or to PSQ. He was a former member of PSQ 

before he took the job with the renouned Dixie Echo's. We are thrilled to have Wesley 

back with PSQ and we know you'll be blessed in the depth of talent and ministry he

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brings to the group.He makes his home in Fishpond AL. (yes Fishpond is a real place) 

David Darst (Baritone Vocals) David is an extraordinarily talented singer, songwriter, 

musician, and speaker all wrapped up in one package. Before joining PSQ, David spent 

sixteen years in the pulpit as a Pastor. He now serves as the group's Pastor and on stage 

spokesman. David's ministerial experience gives PSQ the ability to seamlessly transition 

from Christian entertainment to ministry. He has a definite country quality to his voice 

that blends beautifully with the traditional group harmony providing a distinctly 

original quartet sound. His rich baritone voice resonates powerfully rounding out the 

legendary sound of The Palmetto State Quartet. David lives Tyler, TX.  

 

Formation and early years 

 

The Palmetto State Quartet or PSQ as they are sometimes referred to) has its roots 

firmly planted in Greenville, South Carolina. Sometime between 1946 and 1947 Jamie 

Dill, Woodrow Pittman, Clarence Owens, Malone Thomason, and Paul Burroughs, all 

Greenville natives, joined together to form a Gospel Quartet. This part of the groupsô 

history is a bit cloudy as a majority of the original members of the quartet have now 

died. Not long after they started singing together these men were able to secure a thirty 

minute program which would air live on WFBC Radio in Greenville. Legend has it that 

they held a contest, through their radio program, to name the group. Contestants would 

mail in their  suggestions for the groups name. The votes would be tallied and the name 

which received the most recommendations would be chosen. Thus, the Palmetto State 

Quartet was born. 

The group remained unchanged until 1952 when Jack Bagwell replaced Malone 

Thomason as baritone singer. So at that time Jamie Dill played piano and managed the 

group, Woodrow Pittman sang lead, Clarence Owens sang tenor, Paul Burroughs sang 

bass, and of course Jack Bagwell sang baritone. In 1954 Jack Earl Pittman replaced his 

first cousin Woodrow Pittman as the lead singer. Later that year Ellison Jenkins 

replaced Paul Burroughs as the quartetôs bass singer. 

 

It is unknown at what point Jack Bagwell and Jack Pittman switched parts. With most 

quartets the lead singer and baritone are mostly interchangeable on a majority of the 

arrangements the group performs, and that seems to be the case here as well. According 

to Jack Bagwell, at first the two would only switch occasionally. Eventually the 

exception became the rule and Jack Pittman somewhere along the line officially became 

the groups baritone singer. 

 

1960s and 1970s 

 

A couple more personnel changes would take place between 1959 and 1960. Clarence 

Owens was replaced by Claude Hunter on the tenor part and Ken Turner took over the 

bass from Paul Burroughs. Many Gospel Music fans will recall that Ken went on in later 
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years to sing with the Dixie Echoes and the Blackwood Brothers Quartet. 

 

In 1964 Jerry Hovis became the quartetôs tenor singer, replacing Claude Hunter. Then 

in 1968 Jack Pittman began suffering from some sort of vocal problem and had the leave 

the road. Laverne Tripp replaced Jack Earl and sang lead for about a year. 

At some point in 1968 the group decided to leave the road, but apparently the decision 

was not unanimous because the group continued to travel under the leadership of Jerry 

Hovis. It is unclear who else sang with the group during this period or how much 

singing they actually did, but in 1971 the group under the leadership of Jamie Dill 

returned to the road. Jack Bagwell, Jack Earl Pittman, and Jamie Dill were joined by 

past tenor singer Claude Hunter and new bass Cliff King when the group reunited in 

ô71. This group of men sang together for ten years. 

1980s 

In 1981 Joel Duncan started singing bass for the group, Cliff King had decided to leave 

the road. Eddie Broom came along in 1984 as bass guitarist and from time to time would 

be given the opportunity to sing. When Claude Hunter left the road in 1986 Eddie 

became the groups full time tenor singer. 

A major change took place in 1987 with the death of Jamie Dill, he was 69 years old. 

Jamie was the founder, manager, and pianist for the group from its inception over 40 

years earlier, and would not be easily replaced. With Jamieôs death there were several 

pairs of shoes that had to be filled. The group found a new pianist, David McCabe. The 

managerial duties were handed over to long time businessman Jack Earl Pittman. The 

group would go on despite their loss. Two memorable individuals joined the group in 

1989. First was Mr. Gospel Music himself, Hovie Lister. Hovie of course was the founder 

and manager of The Statesmen Quartet from Atlanta, Georgia. Hovie would play the 

piano for the group for several years.  

1990s 

1993 brought the retirement of Eddie Broom from the group and thus the addition of 

Brion Carter as the tenor singer. Harold Gilley would become the groups bass singer in 

1994 when Joel Duncan left. Joel and Eddie would go on to sing together again a little 

while later in the Travlers. The retirement of Jack Bagwell, Jack Pittman, and Harold 

Gilley in 1997 brought a major restructuring to the group. Brion Carter and the the 

other members decided to carry on with the name and tradition of the Palmetto State 

Quartet. To fill the lead, baritone, and bass singer positions that were left vacant would 

be a daunting task. Brian turned to Kerry Beatty who filled that position. Tony Peace, 

formerly of The Wilburns and later Masterpiece would sing baritone for the group, and 

Jeff Pearles would sing bass. 

2000 to 2007 

In 2001 pianist Andrew Ishee, formerly of the Kingsmen Quartet, joined the group. 

With the development of vocal trouble Brion Carter would be forced to leave the road in 
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late 2002. At the same time John Rulapaugh was undergoing a transition as well and 

was employed to fill in until the group could find a suitable tenor singer. John later 

accepted the position and officially became a member of Palmetto State Quartet in 

January 2003. When Jeff Pearles left the group in mid 2003 it left another major void in 

the Palmetto State Quartet lineup. The group looked long and hard for a bass singer 

that would fit the mold and be able to aptly fill the shoes of the groups past bass singers. 

They found such a vocalist in Aaron McCune. In 2004 Palmetto State's song, "Knock, 

Knock, Knock", was honored as a number one radio single by the "Singing News 

Magazine". 2004 brought yet another personnel change to Palmetto State Quartet. Tony 

Peace, baritone vocalist since 1997 and manager since 2002, resigned his position with 

the group on November 1, 2004. To fill the baritone position the group enlisted the very 

capable Rick Fair. Rick had formerly sang with groups such as Hovie Lister and The 

Statesmen Quartet, The Rebels, & The Senators. 2006 was a year of more change for the 

group, as three personnel changes occurred all in the same year. First, Aaron McCune 

left the group to join Gold City. McCune was replaced by Burman Porter, formerly of 

Dove Brothers Quartet and Blackwood Gospel Quartet. Three months later, John 

Rulapaugh announced his departure for Ron & RW Blackwood and the Blackwood 

Singers in Pigeon Forge. Rulapaugh was replaced by Wesley Smith, who officially joined 

the group in September 2006. Following the addition of Smith, Andrew Ishee also 

turned in his notice, effective at the end of the year. Bryan Elliott, formerly of the 

Anchormen, replaced Ishee, performing his first concert on December 31, 2006. 
 

 

 

The Dixie Echos  

Coming to the Weogufka Center Saturday March 3
rd

 2012 
For over 50 years, The Dixie Echoes have been delivering the gospel message in song across 

America through their spiritually uplifting music ministry. Considered to be one of the 

pioneer gospel groups, the Dixie Echoes have returned to their roots singing around two 

microphones with just a piano. Respected among their peers and industry leaders alike, the 

Dixie Echoes are recognized as one of the premiere groups in gospel music.  

 

Since the Dixie Echoes formed in 1960, they have released nearly 70 albums and have had 

numerous top ten singles. They have been honored with four former members being 

inducted into the Southern Gospel Music Association Hall of Fame: J.G. Whitfield (1997), 

Dale Shelnut (2001), Jack Toney (2005), and Billy Todd (2009).  

 

The Dixie Echoes have performed throughout the United States, Mexico, and Canada at 

well-known venues such as the National Quartet Convention, Gospel Jubilee Cruise, the 

Brumley Sing, Suwannee River Jubilee, Dollywood, Silver Dollar City, and Carnegie Hall 

as well as churches, fairs, and on television. The Dixie Echoes have appeared on such 

programs as TBN, INSP and are most notably remembered for their regular appearances 

on the nationally syndicated television show, The Gospel Singing Jubilee which aired in the 

late 1960ôs and 70ôs.
